 It is often the case that learners engage fully in practical elements of subjects and less so in theory sessions. There can be a mind set that the nature of their subject is purely practical and that any theory just stands in the way of ‘getting on with it’. 

As subject teachers, this leaves motivation directed to only a portion of the subject and can impact heavily on achievement when theory is part of the summative assessment. 

This session explores methods of bringing the theory behind a subject alive and helps utilise the need for learners to be as actively involved in these lessons as they in practical sessions. Strategies suggested are directly linked to research, which supports their use in maintaining motivation, advancing grades and adding value to the learning experience. 

This course is ideally suited for curriculum areas such as: engineering, hair and beauty, land based studies, hospitality and catering, construction etc.  Any teacher who teachers ‘theory’ .

By the end of the session you will have:

· Challenged the assumptions about theory

· Identified the value behind theory and how to communicate this to learners

· Explored how to structure a theory lesson to best advantage 

· Making the links between skills and theory sessions clear to learners

· Active learning techniques for less than active topics 

· Improving achievement 

What you will gain:

A shared experience of the methods that can enhance motivation in theory lessons, learning and grades. This session may be used as a refresher of ideas, sharing good practice and a review of possible practice not yet explored.
