Many non-native speakers who live locally want to gain access to HE and need to have a suitable IELTS score in order to successfully be accepted on a course. In the Language Centre we run IELTS preparation courses to help such students to take the IELTS test. We decided that these learners would also benefit from having access to online materials to help them in this test.

We designed online interactive, multimedia IELTS preparation materials aimed at the non-native English speakers who live in this region. These are available in Moodle and are available through the Wider Horizons Portal.

A lot more learning materials of this nature should be created online, because they have proved to be immensely popular with a large number of visitors accessing these web materials.
