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	Background to Project
The project’s aims were to look at the integration of electronic Assignment submission into a HE teaching environment. The scope for engagement of staff was to include a number of lecturers involved in our HE in FE provision in a number of different subject areas. As a college using Moodle we decided to use the electronic submission method through this means, as it is a system with which the tutors we are working with are familiar.


	Project Approach
The approach took the project came in several stages:
· Engagement with lecturers

· Demonstration of tools

· Staff training

· Student training

· Usage of the tool

· On going Support

· Case study writing


	Describe the Project from start to finish
The project started with engaging identified lecturers to ensure they were still interested in being involved with the project. The outcome of this was positive, with tutors having a good understanding of how electronic submission would fit into their work.
Next, meetings were set up with each lecturer to further talk about how assignment submission would work along with training the staff or confirming existing knowledge in the case of one lecturer who already uses the system to ensure they understood how it operates.
After the training had taken place, time was needed for tutors to use the system, throughout this, on going support was provided by the project officer, to help with ironing out issues with implementation and helping lecturers apply the tool in the most appropriate way for their learners. Despite it being on offer, none of the involved lecturers took up the offer of a training session for their students, they felt confident enough in using the system to train the students themselves.
Once the tools had been used for a reasonable amount of time, long enough for both lecturers and students to get a good grasp of using the system in earnest the case studies were written by the project officer as a result of conversations with the lecturers and surveys undertaken by the students.


	Lessons Learned
The main lesson learnt from this project is that student acceptance of electronic submission varies greatly irrelevant of how well it is embedded into practice. An example of this was 2 lecturers ( Graphic Design and Sociology) using the tool in slightly different ways but both have good understanding of the tool and fully embed it within their curriculum. Despite this, student acceptance of electronic submission is not 100%. In Sociology this was largely due to their assessment method for their course being handwritten and they felt that electronic submission was not such a good fit with that. However in Graphic Design the inverse was true, they are assessed on work they produce electronically yet still some students would prefer to submit on paper.
Conversely, lecturer acceptance of the system is very positive. They feel their administration is much more efficient in terms of both time and organisation and that it helps them better support their students as they are able, more easily, to identify areas of weakness their students may have. At the crux of the benefit for the lecturers though lies the time factor. They feel that electronic submission and marking is a more efficient use of their time and they spend less time marking and writing feedback and, as such, write more and get feedback to students more quickly. The real boon of this is not the saving of time overall but the fact that time doing administrative tasks is reduced and more time and energy can be devoted to providing quality teaching and learning.


	Recommendations
Pilot electronic submission further but ensure continued high quality support from ILT team to make sure embedding is done correctly into curriculum and technical aspects are taken care of. Investigate ways to increase student engagement with the tools.


	Plan for Dissemination
